Simply run the 
cable in gutters using Heatizon Foil Tape  (Heatizon Part No. 
HT40999) with pressure sensitive adhesive to secure cable 
placement.  The heating cable can also be inserted in downspouts 
using downspout hangers to support it.  Roof clips attach the 
cable to standard roofing material  for eave melt.   Self Regulating 
GutterMelt can be cut to length in the field, while GutterMelt MI 
Cable is custom ordered to make installation convenient and easy.
